1. Setting a Special Meeting and Adopting an Agenda for the Meeting

Chair invited Staff and the Applicant to present, summarized:
Ms. Calderon provided a brief overview of the special meeting procedures and proposed meeting date as
outlined in the Planning Commission Hearing document provided in the agenda packet.

Chair called for questions from Commission to staff, summarized:

Commissioner Leck requested clarification on the date of the Appellant’s deadline to submit meeting
materials to staff.

Ms. Calderon clarified that the Appellant’s deadline to submit materials is January 10, 2022.
Commissioner Maslanik questioned whether the procedures would be the same as they are for a normal
public hearing with regards for posting notice and deliberation.

Ms. Calderon stated that normal protocol would be followed for posting notice of the public

hearing, but as a special meeting no other items would be on the agenda. The meeting will be open

to the public as well. Deliberations among the Commissioners would be public in the Council

Chambers unless an Executive Session is requested to have conversations with an attorney in the

back room.

Commissioner Maslanik requested that Commissioners be provided the sections of the Land Use and
Development Code that are relevant to the appeal.
Commissioner Leck inquired as to what the Commission will be reviewing.

Ms. Calderon stated that it is a site plan which received the Director’s approval. Approval has been

appealed, which then goes to the Planning Commission as the decision-making body. If the

Planning Commission’s decision is appealed further then all documents and the meeting recording

are sent to district court. As the decision-making body, ex-parte communications are not permitted

and the decision should be made based on the information presented. A continuation can be

requested if more information is requested but it must be done as part of the public forum.
Commissioner Maslanik asked whether the decision will be made similarly to a finding of fact with the
Board of Adjustment.

Ms. Calderon confirmed that it would be.
Commissioner Pishaki requested clarification to the finding of fact.

Ms. Calderon explained that it is a format followed if it is determined that the item is true or did

happen. The attorney will guide through the relevant law and the Commission will decide whether

to approve and uphold the Director’s decision or continue the item for more information with the
formal process.
Commissioner Leck asked if Commissioners are able to provide approval with conditions.

Ms. Calderon explained that the Commission’s decision must be based on the Criteria for Review

as stated in the Planning Commission Hearing document.
